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MISSION 
 
Riverfront Park Community Foundation (the “Foundation”) was established in 2000 to 
foster excellence, diversity and opportunity in the downtown Denver community 
primarily in education and arts.  

 
BACKGROUND  

 
The Foundation is a non-profit, tax-exempt organization under Section 501(c)(4) of 
the Internal Revenue Code.  
 
Funding for the Foundation comes from a transfer assessment on properties sold 
within Riverfront Park. The funding of the Foundation is governed by a Notice of Levy 
of Real Estate Transfer Assessment (“Notice of Levy”) recorded against all Riverfront 
Park property via the Riverfront Park Association, the master homeowners’ 
association for the Riverfront Park community. This transfer assessment has been 
phased in over time. From inception through June 30, 2002, the transfer assessment 
was one-quarter of one percent (0.25%) of the fair market value of any real estate 
property or fractional ownership within Riverfront Park. Effective July 1, 2002, the 
transfer assessment was increased to one-half of a percent (0.50%). Per the Notice 
of Levy, this assessment could eventually be increased to a maximum of 1%.  
 
Transfers of fee simple interest, as well as changes in control of organizations that 
own property are also assessed, subject to certain exceptions specifically identified 
in the Notice of Levy. Excluded from the transfer assessment are transfers among 
entities with common control and transfers of undeveloped land.  
 

PURPOSE AND USE OF FUNDS 
 

Foundation funds can be used toward certain educational, cultural and/or 
recreational facilities, equipment, events or activities or operations as determined 
by the Executive Board to benefit Riverfront Park and the surrounding downtown 
community.  
 
A significant portion of the Foundation’s contributions has been allocated to the 
capital start up of PlatteForum, a 501(c)(3) charitable organization located in 
Riverfront Park. PlatteForum is an organization where creation, collaboration and 
connection live, and where they know that learning through the arts unleashes 
creativity—creativity vital to the success of individuals, our community and, 
ultimately, our world.  PlatteForum won the Mayor’s Award for Excellency in the Arts 
in 2007, and the Foundation is proud to be one of PlatteForum’s most significant 
patrons. 
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In addition, the Foundation has committed a substantial amount to the Railyard 
Dogs, another 501(c)(3) organization that was formed for the purpose of creating a 
dog park in Riverfront Park at 19th and Bassett Street.  This park is expected to be 
constructed in 2009. 
 
The Foundation has no paid employees, and the directors receive no 
compensation.  
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GRANT ACCEPTANCE PROCESS 
 
REQUIREMENTS  
 
501(c)(3) or other not-for-profit status  
 
CONSIDERATIONS  

1. Organization mission and history  
2. Purpose of request: short narrative on what program the funds would support; 

how the funds will be used; what needs will be met in the community as a 
result of this grant; and how the outcomes will be measured.  

3. Amount of request  
4. Any possible connections to the mission and programming of PlatteForum, as 

one of our supported organizations in our community, should be outlined, 
although this is not a requirement.  

5. The Board reserves the right to request financial information and any other 
information it deems necessary to assess the financial health of the 
organization. 

 
TIMING  
 
There are two deadlines annually for grant requests:  
 
September 1  75% of our funds will be allocated for the following year.  
 
March 1   The remaining 25% of funds will be allocated for the current year.  
 
Occasionally, the Board of Directors might consider other grant requests at Board 
meetings, on a case by case basis.

NOTES TO FINANCIAL STATEMENTS  
 
1.  NATURE OF ACTIVITIES  
 
Riverfront Park Community Foundation (the “Foundation”) was established in 2000 to 
foster excellence, diversity and opportunity in the downtown Denver community 
primarily in education and arts. The organization is primarily supported through 
transfer assessment revenue from the sale of properties within Riverfront Park in 
Denver, Colorado.  
 
2.  SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES  
 
Transfer Assessment Revenue  
 
Transfer Assessment Revenue is recognized when the sale of a property is closed 
within Riverfront Park. As the transfer assessment is a legally binding requirement of 
property sales within Riverfront Park, no allowance for uncollectible assessments is 
reserved.  
 
Cash and Cash Equivalents  
 
The Foundation considers all highly liquid investments available for current use with 
an initial maturity of three months or less to be cash equivalents.  
 
Income Taxes  
 
The Foundation is a not-for-profit organization that is exempt from income taxes 
under Section 501(c)(4) of the Internal Revenue Code and classified by the Internal 
Revenue Service as other than a private foundation.  
 
3.  RESTRICTIONS ON NET ASSETS  
 
There are currently no restrictions placed on the Foundation’s net assets.
